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1. This is to inform the field that the School-Based Training will swing on Wednesday, January 16,
2019 until February 1, 2019 in the different venues chosen by the coaches and trainers. To this
effect, school authorities are requested to adhere by releasing their respective athletes.

2. inview of the foregoing, all concerned coaches shall make schedule in meeting their athletes in
individual and team events during class days or weekends. in order not to deprive the athletes
from classroom instruction, the coach may devise a strategy to conduct training in coordination
with the teacher concerned and school heads. Parent’s Consent must be sought from each athlete
who will join the said activity. For swimming, the fixed schedule is 4:00-8:00 PM every day at the
Capitol Swimming Pool. Arrangement was already finalized.

3. To avoid accidents or any untoward incident that may happen within and beyond control, all
coaches and trainers must observe proper precautionary measures all the time. The welfare of
the athletes shall always be a priority anchored on Child Protection Policy.

4. Medical checkup will be done on January 24- February 6, 2019. For the schedule and venue of
Medical checkup, please coordinate with Dr. Benita Velo with CP No. 09055264451.

5. The computation of students-athletes’ performance in class shall be subjected to the agreement
of the teachers, students, parents and with the approval of the school heads. Just and
reasonable policy regarding the giving of grades shall be adopted in favor of the student
considering his/her participation to the Regional Meet. In the parlance of education, student’s
participation in sports forms part of their holistic development.
